Child Protection
All managers need to ensure that adults working with young people in their team have an accepted enhanced CRB check. 

The Independent Safeguarding Authority will take over all Safeguarding matters next season and it will become a criminal offence for anyone to work with young people without an accepted CRB and clearance from the ISA.  For absolute clarity, all managers should be aware that they are the "gatekeeper" i.e. the first point of entry into the club and it is their direct responsibility to ensure that all adults who supervise/help in their teams have an accepted CRB.

Andrew Etall is the club’s Child Protection Officer and he has clarified the situation with regard to parents giving lifts to children to away games / training. The guidelines are as follows:-

· If a member of GNFC asks a parent to give a lift to a game/training for somebody else's child (player in the team) the adult giving that lift requires a CRB.

· However, if the parents make a private arrangement between themselves they do not need CRB clearance. Simple advice let the parents sort the lifts out themselves.

It is imperative that managers from all teams review adults in their team (coaches/helpers/referees/first aiders etc) to ensure that everyone has a cleared CRB.  Andrew has made all managers aware of who has outstanding documentation.  If you are unsure please get in touch with Andrew who can then advise.  Please take action now.

A deadline has been set for the completion of outstanding CRB Applications i.e. Saturday 22 May.  Anyone requiring CRB forms or wishing to return them to be checked and submitted can collect/submit forms on the following two Saturdays at the Discovery Centre Cafe.
